He lived in Artesia, NM, for 42 years, working on a farm and
delivering alfalfa. Soon after, he became the owner of a gas station and
moved back to Roswell in 1986. He received Christ on February 6, 1999, at
the church, Dios Vivo in Carlsbad, NM, like Acts 2:38 says . . . “Repent and be
baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ, for the forgiveness of
your sins . . . He also played the guitar in Dexter for prayer meetings. Later, he
played the bass guitar for the Christian Music Ministry “Rejoice”. For 10 years,
Jesus enjoyed going to the prison ministries with Johnny Gonzales. He
attended church in Loving, NM, until his illness 2 years ago. He then started
going to Comunidad Christiana Apostolica de JesuCristo, playing his bass
guitar there for a few months. He was always willing to attend any out of town
church activities. Jesus was a good husband and father for his stepsons, 2 in



Artesia, and 3 in Roswell.
