
Lyman Rummel
December 19, 1917 - January 18, 2009

Lyman B. Rummel, 91, of Artesia, NM passed away on January 18, 2009 at
Eastern New Mexico Medical Center in Roswell, NM. At his request, Mr.
Rummel was cremated and no services held. He was born on December 19,
1917 to Royal Rummel and Cora (Burry) Rummel in Ft. Wayne, IN who
preceded him in death. He was also preceded in death by his brother Eugene
Rummel and sister Elaine Sougham. 
Lyman graduated from Ft. Wayne High School in Indiana and later joined the
Marines on December 16, 1941. While in the Marines, he served in World War
II at Guadalcanal in the Solomon Islands and also at Tarawa. He received the
Purple Heart and five Bronze Stars denoting five major engagements during
his service. 
He later moved to Santa Cruz, CA where he worked as a carrier and
supervisor for the U.S. Postal Service before retiring in 1977. He has resided
in Artesia, NM since 1992. 
He is survived by his wife, Earlene Rummel, of Artesia; daughter, Diane
Wensrich of Cypress, TX; step-sons, Michael McCarthy of Santa Cruz, CA;
Robert Sorenson of Dallas, TX; Ron Sorenson of Reno, NV; sister, Virginia
Shive of Jacksonville, FL and grandchildren Scott Wensrich, Doug Wensrich,
Jeff Wensrich, Tom Wensrich, Ashley Sorenson, Jillisa Torneo, Robert
Sorenson Jr., Olivia Sorenson, Iris Sorenson, Julian Reed and Josh
