Following his
graduation from Central High School in San Angelo, Texas, Bill attended
Eastern New Mexico University, in Roswell, NM. Bill became a long-time
resident of Roswell, serving as a Certified Public Accountant (CPA) within the
community. Bill was the beloved husband of LaNita Golden, whom were
married on February 14, 2015, in Amarillo, TX. He will forever be her
Valentine. He worked over forty years as a CPA, and was the Executive
Managing Member of Golden, Seward, Kelley & Emmons, LLC, a CPA firm in
Roswell, NM. 

Bill was a devoted civic member and educator within the local South-Eastern
New Mexico business community and greater New Mexico accounting
societies. He served as a Former Chairman and Board Member of the New
Mexico Public Accountancy Board. He was a Board Member of the American



Institute of Certified Public Accountants (AICPA), New Mexico Society of
CPAs, as well as a Founding Member of the National Association of State
Boards of Accountancy Center for the Public Trust. Bill received a Lifetime
Achievement Award from the New Mexico Society of CPAs for his dedication
to the greater New Mexico business community. In addition, Bill served as
Treasurer of the Roswell Humane Society and as well as a Board Member of
Crime Stoppers of Chavez County. These gifts of compassion are more than
learned behaviors. They were characteristics of his nature and heart for
service. 

 

Bill Golden was larger than life in much more than just stature. Despite his
crusty exterior, cutting remarks, and stubbornness, there is evidence he was a
loving, giving, and caring person. That evidence is the deep sorrow and pain
in our hearts that his family feels from his passing.
